EMAIL FROM ADRIENNE—INFORMATION ABOUT TANTE ROSA

Tante Rosa was married to a Mr. Pinteshevitz, who evidently was a prosperous factory owner. He didn't survive the war.  They had no children.

She spoke many languages but not English.  Tante Rosa's father lived with them where he was treated with love and respect.  She had survived a Nazi concentration camp and a Soviet one.  The photo was taken in Munich, where she was a laboratory technician.

She found her sister (my grandmother Thompson) living in Virginia and came to the USA.  Although I was very young I was taken along as one of the few people who met her at the boat in New York -- along with Grandma Thompson, Rosalie Reuben and Uncle Sam Kretzmer 
She soon married Reuben Stichman of Baltimore. She receive reparation payments regularly from Germany.  She often visited from Baltimore by Bus, where my mother picked her up. And too, we often visited her in Baltimore.  She was very active in doing whatever she could for people in Israel.  
She adored her father, Shmuel -Pinchas. Elaine Reuben Heffler and I are named for him: Chaya Sheyna-Pesa  One anecdote she proudly told of her father:  he saw her doing some kind of needlework and told her to put it away and find a book to read.

Somehow we communicated a lot. She is the one who told me that her mother’s maiden name was Rokhl Korsikas.  There was a Lithuanian poet/author by the name of Korsikas, but the embassy told me he was not Jewish.
